Dear Parent / Guardian,





The Medical Department is entrusted in the care of your athlete during his participation in the 2010 Shrine Bowl.  It is obvious that pre-existing injuries that have not healed do not allow 100% participation in the sport, but also lend themselves to further injury that may, in the future, alter this young man’s participation in athletics.  In order for us to render the greatest care for your player we need as much background on him as possible.  Please assist us by making sure the medical questionnaire in your athlete’s packet of materials has been thoroughly completed.  This is needed as our staff has limited knowledge of your player’s past medical history.  The information given has no bearing on whether your player is accepted to participate or not---that is determined by the pre-participation health screening.  All medical information will be used only to provide the best possible healthcare for your athlete and will not be made public information.





Many problems as related to injuries have existed in the past.  On occasion, a player has reported to his hometown physician for care of injuries sustained some time during the school year, yet labeled these as Shrine Bowl injuries.  A complete medical team of physicians will examine your player on arrival and after the game.  They will record any pre-existing injuries as well as injuries sustained during Shrine Bowl week.  The Shrine Bowl, through its limited liability insurance, will be accountable for the care of those injuries sustained during the Shrine Bowl week.  However, if an injury is documented as pre-existent, such liability claims will be denied by the Shrine Bowl and such claims will revert to the parents and their policies.  The Medical Committee will review these claims before such denial is made.





In addition to the medical team of physicians, two nationally certified and / or state licensed athletic trainers will be in constant residence and attendance with each team for prevention and treatment of any injuries or medical conditions that may arise.  Each team will also be attended by two high school student assistants.  On call during the week will be an X-ray technologist, EMT’s and an array of medical specialists, and rescue vehicles if needed.





Players reporting will be screened when they arrive.  If, in the opinion of the Medical Department, existing injuries or conditions do not allow for full participation, then acceptance as a Shrine Bowl player will be denied and the player returned home the same day.  There will be a definite limit of 44(forty-four) players on each team accepted and after acceptance, even despite injury or illness, replacement will not be allowed.  Please notify the Shrine Bowl Office if for any reason your player will be reporting late.  The numbers for the Shrine Bowl Office are located at the top of this page.





Please complete only pages 1, 2, & 3 of the enclosed Medical Participation Form (The Green Folder).  Enclose a copy of your player’s current physical examination.  (This physical exam should not be more than 12 months old prior to December 17).  Also enclose a copy of his medical insurance card.  No athlete will be admitted if this paperwork is not received by 11/29/11.  Return all medical related paperwork in the preaddressed color-coded envelope.





You will also need to complete the Shrine Bowl Concussion Testing Instruction Sheet.  This is an online test that will be used to assess your brain function in the case of a head injury.  Please follow all instructions on the sheet, this test should take about 45 minutes to complete.   Please complete this by 11/29/11.
